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On the cutting edge of modern science we are facing a problem of 
knowledge application. What are the criteria for innovations to be regarded 
as changes which do really improve our lives, and which technologies, 
under the guise of improving, actually destruct life and environment? The 
answers to such questions lie in the area of social and ecological 
responsibility of the modern science and reveal ethical approach to new 
scientific inventions. The following seminar will state and evaluate different 
perspectives (from engineering to economic analysis) on the model of new 
nano- to meter-scale building, which in-turn can radically change our 
everyday understanding and practice of civil engineering.
